(  Digital camera with flash, an extra memory card, and batteries

Photographic equipment can provide material for your mortgage application, help you remember various aspects of a building after the inspection, and prove your negotiations to the seller.

(  Binoculars

Binoculars enable you to inspect some roofs and the upper exterior of the building without climbing a ladder.

(  Ice pick/probe

An ice pick is used to check for termites and dry rot. Unless you are an expert, you should also have a licensed termite inspector check the property.

(  Utility light and extension cord

(  Flashlight

These items permit you to inspect the dark sections of basements, crawl spaces, and attics.

(  100-foot tape measure

(  Stud finder

(  Level

(  A round marble

This is used to determine sloping floors; basement floors should slope toward 
the drain.

(  Multihead screwdriver
(  Pliers

(  Claw hammer

These tools will help you open access panels and stuck doors. Always get the owner’s permission.

(  Overalls

It is virtually impossible to make a thorough inspection without getting dirty.
