Be sure to take the following with you:

            
Pen and paper

            
Copy of the agreement of sale

            
List of the mortgage terms you bargained for

            
List of the deed terms you bargained for

            
Your estimate of the amount of additional cash (above your deposit) you will need to complete settlement

            
A certified check for the amount (cleared funds)

            
All written estimates of fees to be charged

            
Any documents requested by the lender or seller, such as the fire insurance policy and a receipt for the premium

            
The rent schedule and deposit schedule

            
Notarized documents signed by person who could not attend settlement

            
Receipts for any fees paid prior to settlement

            
A copy of the assumed deed of trust or mortgage

            
A copy of the assumed note

            
An explanation of all of the charges to the buyer and seller (settlement statement)

            
A receipt for all payments you have made for whatever purpose

            
A bill of sale for any personal property you have purchased separately from the real estate

            
The commission check, if you have a real estate license and are participating in the commission or if you are signing it over toward your down payment

            
Termite certification

            
Title insurance policy

            
Fire insurance policy 

            
Liability insurance policy

            
Mortgage insurance policy, if any

            
Survey

            
Prorated rents for the remainder of the rent period

            
Security deposits and interest, if local law requires payment of interest

A statement of the amount of your mortgage payment and payment book

Estoppel certificates

            
Inventory of the amount of fuel in the tank, if oil is used
